Now take the steps 
you need to take to set them right…repay for something you 
stole, put Safe Eyes on your computer, call and cut off an illicit 
relationship, change your phone number and internet 
address, get counseling, go to a marriage conference. When 
you have set them right, lift up your eyes to the Lord (Psalm
